Notice of Race

INVITATION: 

The Mystic Radio Sailors invite all EC-12 skippers to the 2013 Nor’Easter Regatta at to be held at FT Adams State Park in Newport Rhode Island May 4th & 5th. 
SITE: 

FT Adams State Park is located South West of down Town Newport directly across the harbor.  A map of down town can be found on Google maps if you are unfamiliar with Newport. The physical address of Ft Adams State park is…90 FT Adams Dr. Newport, RI.  We will be sailing in the harbor and it is salt water so make the necessary preparations to your boat if you plan to attend.  There will be fresh water available for you to rinse your boat after sailing.
ELIGIBILITY:
Registered owners of class registered East Coast 12-Meter yachts who are members of the American Model Yacht Association (or their appropriate national authority) are eligible and may participate in this Nor’Easter Regatta. 

ENTRY FEE:

Eligible competitors may enter the regatta by completing and returning the official entry form below along with the entry fee, to the address shown on the form. Entry fee includes coffee, donuts, and lunch both days. Dinner Saturday night with be a group gathering at the Coddington Brewery and will be dutch. 
REGESTRATION:

The registration period is April 1st, to May 1st 2013. No entries will be accepted after this date.  The maximum desired fleet size is 25 boats.  Only boats having completed and submitted the official entry form along with their full payment of the entry fee by the entry deadline will be considered participants in this regatta.  

FORMAT:
Our Goal will be to sail as a single fleet but if we reach our max of 25 boats, we will break the fleet into an A and B fleet using a modified HMS format.  A single fleet format will consist of three races followed by a 15 minuet break.  One 5 minuet hold per skipper per day will be allowed.  No stacking of holds will be allowed but any multiple holds will be at the discretion of the Race Committee and the Regatta Director.
RULES:

This Nor’Easter Regatta will be conducted under this Notice of Race, the entry form, the current Racing Rules of Sailing (RRS), Appendix E of the RRS, the prescriptions of US Sailing, the rules of AMYA and the EC12 class. Specific rule changes or modifications will be identified in the Sailing Instructions or verbally by the RD. 
CONDUCT: 
FT Adams is a public facility and we often get on lookers with adults and children.  Our conduct policy is simple.  Any loud, confrontational exchanges between skippers will not be allowed for any reason.  Use the protest system as it was intended and do not argue over rules interpretations. Any breach of this policy will result in a warning being issued to both offending skippers and any further outburst following a warning will result in that skipper or skippers being excused from the event and all points revoked.  In short, act like Gentlemen.
COURSES:

Standard EC12 course formats will be used consisting of a mid course start/finish, weather mark with offset and option of leeward mark with offset or leeward gate.   Wind speed and direction may warrant changes to this format to improve visibility and use of available control areas.  Course type will be announced each morning at the skippers meeting as well as reminders prior to each start.
SCORING:

The scoring will be in accordance with RRS Appendix A using a modified low point system. Specific details will be in the Sailing Instructions.

AWARDS:

Trophies will be awarded to 1st-4th place and given directly following the regatta on Sunday.
